Introduction to
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International Cooperation

It has been widely recognized by the international community that nuclear has no
national borders. There is growing international cooperation in nuclear infrastructure,
safety regulation and R&D to enhance the safety of nuclear activities. The AEC has
long had sound cooperative relationship with nuclear advanced countries such as
France, Japan, and USA in various aspects of nuclear programs, and continued
information exchange on waste management developments with Finland, Sweden
and Switzerland. The Council also takes part in some of the cooperative activities
and training seminars sponsored by the OECD’s Nuclear Energy Agency and the
International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA), and will continue to seek opportunities
for such participations. In the area of international nuclear safeguards, the IAEA
conducts safeguards inspections in Taiwan following the spirit of the United Nation’s
Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty and an Additional Protocol established between

Taiwan and the Agency.
